Dear Parents/Carers,
Welcome to the final half term of the year. Below are some details of our learning.

Design Technology (DT) — We will be learning to make mechanisms with levers and
linkages to create pop-up book pages.

English — We will be creating posters to persuade people to preserve rainforests and
the main book we will use is ‘The Vanishing Rainforest’. After this, we will be writing
explanation texts describing the life cycle of an invertebrate, real or imaginary. We will
then read ‘Poems from a Green and Blue Planet’ and write free verse. ‘The Lion, the
Witch and the Wardrobe’ will be our whole class reading book.

Grammar, punctuation, handwriting and spelling: Each week we will also have grammar
and punctuation, handwriting and spelling sessions. The handwriting and spelling
sessions will link with the words the children bring home to practise spelling.

Maths

Shape: We will be learning the names of different angles and how to measure them,
exploring the names and properties of different triangles, quadrilaterals (4-sided
shapes), polygons (multiple-sided shapes) and 3-D shapes and drawing lines of
symmetry.

Position and direction: We will be using coordinates to describe and position objects
and shapes on a grid and translating them (moving them along grid lines) using
coordinate instructions.

Reasoning questions and the four number operations: we will be answering problem-
solving questions and using written column methods for addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division.

Time: We will be learning more about how to tell the time, using both analogue and
digital clocks and using 24 hour-clock notations (eg 17:00).

Religious Education (RE) — We will be finding out about Buddhism, focusing on what it
means to live as a Buddhist and how they worship.

Science — We will be learning to use classification keys, exploring habitats and creating
food chains and food webs.

Spanish — We will be saying, reading and writing sentences about jungle animals and
the weather.

Personal, Social, Health and Moral Education (PSHME) — We will be thinking about
recognising and managing our feelings, how our bodies change as we grow and
transition to Year 5.

ICT - We will be programming repetition into games.

Geography — We will be exploring jungles and deserts and comparing the climate,
habitats and wildlife with where we live.

Art — We will continue exploring still life, looking at works by both contemporary and
more traditional artists.

Music — We will be listening to, and joining in with, soul and gospel music.
